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Introduction:  
The Akasa 62 Mirage is the Akasa Eclipse younger brother. The 
Eclipse is a popular case in the case market for its unbeatable 
cooling. There was a let down to the Eclipse however – the front. 
Some users didn’t mind the front, but some didn’t like it at all. Akasa 
then created a better front for the case but instead of naming it as a 
new version of the Eclipse, they named it the Mirage. The Mirage has 
exactly the same internal style as the eclipse; the only difference is 
the front panel & its connections. The front panel on the Mirage now 
has a door, and the connectors are held on the front panel – rather 
than on the chassis like it was with the Eclipse. 
 
I’d like to thank Akasa for sending us this case to review.  
 
Now let’s take a look at the case… 
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Packaging:  
The Mirage comes packaged in a highly coloured box. On the front of 
the box Akasa have “COOLEST CASE EVER” printed in big, white 
bold letters. On the rear there is an ‘explosion’ of the Mirage showing 
everything that can be removed in the case, along with some bullet 
point information and specs. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
When the box was opened I found that the case comes packed in two 
thick pieces of polystyrene as well as a thick clear bag covering the 
whole of the case. 
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The Case:  
When I lifted the plastic bag off the case, I was amazed at the high 
quality brush effect on all of the panels, it just looks so good.  The 
front is a big bonus, as I’ve always liked the Akasa Eclipse however 
with the front being totally re-done and fitted with a door makes the 
case in my opinion the best out there in the market today.

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Optional window panel:  
Here are two pictures of how the case looks with the Akasa window 
panel, which is an optional extra. I think if you are going to be 
purchasing this case you should definitely purchase the window panel 
costing approximately ~£20. It is very high quality, and you are able 
to show off all of your hardware! 
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Motherboard Tray:  
The motherboard tray included with this case is very nice. It has a 
nice chrome mirror finish and it is fairly heavy – meaning great 
quality. The motherboard tray has an option for a 120mm fan to be 
added at rear of the case, and has loads of motherboard mounting 
holes. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Front Panel Connectors:  
Unlike the Eclipse the Mirage’s 
LED’s and power switches are now 
integrated into the front panel – 
rather than on the chassis like they 
were on the Eclipse. This helps 
solve the ‘overpowered’ power on 
LED that used to take out the hard 
drive activity lights making them 
both hardly visible. However it does 
make removing the front panel a 
little bit trickier. 

[Motherboard Tray - Side.] [Motherboard Tray Rear.] 
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Cooling:  
There is only one 120mm intake for the Mirage – however that is 
sufficient due to the ‘air tunnel’ design created by Akasa where the air 
just flows through the case and out the rear 120mm fan located on 
the motherboard tray. The Akasa Mirage does not  come included 
with fans, however I’d recommend *2 120MM Akasa Amber fans as 
they are very quiet and push a good amount of air (CFM). There is a 
filter installed on this case which is at the front. It can be cleaned 
simply by just unscrewing the top screws above it and sliding it out – 
a very simple but useful feature as it keeps a lot of dust away from 
your system! 
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Accessories:  
The Mirage comes with several accessories – pretty much as all 
cases do nowadays.  
 
It includes: 

·  4 Wheels to screw onto the bottom of the case. 
·  CPU Duct that can be screwed onto the rear fan extracting hot 

air away from the CPU. 
·  2 Bags full of different sized screws & motherboard standoffs. 
·  I/O plate which is useful, but all motherboards come with one 

nowadays. 
·  Guide on how to connect the front panel connections. 
·  1 Cable tie. 
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Panel Finish:  
As mentioned earlier I was really stunned by the quality of the black 
brushed aluminium effect. Below is a picture of how good the quality 
is of the panels – but to get the best view you really need to see it in 
person. 
 

 
 
Specification:  
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Pros:  

·  Great look, high quality aluminium brushed panels. 
·  Very light – aluminium. 
·  All drive cages are removable. 
·  High quality, slide out motherboard tray. 
·  Loads of space, width and length wise. 
·  Lots of screws included. 
·  Dust filter included. 

 
Cons:  

·  Front panel is a bit soft. 
·  Connectors on the front panel make it harder to remove. 
·  No fans included. 

 
It was very hard for me to think of the 
cons with this case. I had to think for a 
while to come up with them. When 
lifting the case, the front panel is a bit 
soft so it is a bit awkward to lift. The 
connectors that are installed on the 
front panel make it harder to remove it 
– because this way you need to unplug 
the connections to fully remove the 
front panel. No fans at all are included 
in this case, which I think is a negative 
due to the case costing ~£100 I would 
have thought at least a low spec fan 
would be included to get the consumer 
started off. 
 On the positive side of things 
there are a lot for this case. This case is amazing. It is high quality 
and it looks high quality. The positives about this case really don’t 
need to go into detail as you can see them pros for yourselves from 
the review.  I am going to award this case 9 out of 10 stars. 
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
