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Introduction:

Today at Ultimate PC Reviews we are going to be looking at Antec’s
highest wattage power supply to date out of the True Power Quattro
range. The True Power 1000W Quattro. This 1IKW power unit has
many features, some of them being; universal input (100v-240v), four
12v rails, 6/8pin pci-e connectors and more which will be listed further
down in the review.

Let's take a look....
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Packaging:

The Antec 1000w PSU has quite a simplistic look to it. Finished in a
glossy white, it really does give the PSU a simple, straight forward
view to it. The front of the packaging shows the Antec logo, the
specific model inside, as well as an image of the unit — which can be
partially be seen behind the ‘1000’ numbers. The right side of the
packaging has some of the power units features, listed in a ‘bullet’
pointed list. The left side of the packaging has basically the
introduction to the True Power Quattro series in 3 different
languages. The rear of the packaging has a bullet list breakdown of
the specifications, as well as an introduction to the “80 Plus” program
that Antec are involved in.
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Upon Opening:

When | lifted the packaging lid, both the lower end model (850W) and
Antec Phantom sprung to mind. The packaging is identical. The PSU

Is sandwiched in 2 thick pieces of foam which is approximately 5.5CM
thick (each piece).

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The Antec 1000W:

After | removed all the packaging from the Antec 1000W, | finally managed to
reveal it. | was really impressed with its appearance. With regards to design, it is
pretty much the same as its younger brother the 850W model. However this
1000W version has a black finish with white racing stripes, as opposed to yellow
racing stripes. | personally prefer the black and white colour schemel!

This power supply is fairly heavy, which indicates that good, solid, high quality
components are inside the power supply — which is a good sign. Antec have
sleeved every cable that is included with the power supply, and rather than using
heat shrink, they have used types of ‘caps’ which gives the cable a unique look.
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Antec 1KW — Cables:

If I have not mentioned it already, | will mention it now. This 1KW
TruePower Quattro is a modular power supply. It comes with a
package of modular cables, as well as a few non-modular which
come pre-connected onto the power supply. With the power unit
being modular, this is a great bonus for those of you who like to keep
your case tidy, as all the unnecessary cables can be put back in the
Antec box — rather than clogging up space in your case making it look
like a spaghetti junction!

Essential Cables (Non-Modular):
Firstly we are going to look at the
cables that come pre-fitted with the
power supply, and are not modular.
- 1x ATX 20/24 pin.

1x 12V 8 pin.

1x 12v 4 pin.

2x PCI-E connectors 8pin. (2

detachable)

Non-Essential Cables (Modular):

Secondly we are going to look at the
cables that come separate from the
power supply in a bag, meaning that
they are not essential and the user can
use them to their requirements. These
cables are modular.

2x Molex & Floppy (3 Molex, 1 Floppy
per cable)

1x Molex (3 Molex, per cable)
1x S-ATA (2 S-ATA, per cable)
2X S-ATA (3 S-ATA, per cable)
2X PCI-E (1 PCI-E, per cable)

Cooling:

The Antec 1000w TruePower
Quattro features a 92mm fan to
cool it.  am hoping it isn’t too hard
on the ears and cools the power
unit sufficiently.
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Testing:

In order to test this power supply we have put it through several
applications to test how good the power unit actually is. We have run
Prime 95, Orthos, BF2, BF2142, COD4 — which will all stress the
main components. A digital multimeter was used to record these
results. Idle results were taken whilst in Windows XP Professional.
Load results were taken during the tests. The lowest results recorded
on the multimeter are displayed in the table below.

3.3V 5V 12V
IDLE 3.34v 5.09v 12.20v
LOAD 3.32v 5.07v 12.17v

Test PC: E6600, Gigabyte DS4, 2GB Geil, 8800GTX

As you can see the rails were quite steady, there is a 0.02v
fluctuation on the 3.3V & 5V rail, and a 0.03v fluctuation on the 12V
line. All in all pretty much quite solid. Nothing new from Antec — it's

great to see that to this day they are still producing high quality power
units for the public.

Coming down to noise | found that the unit wasn’t overall too bad. |
could hear it over my system because my system is pretty much
silent, but this power unit is far from loud. The power unit seemed to
be cooling itself well, warm air could be felt at the rear. Due to the
warm air, | decided to measure my case temperature and | had
noticed that my case temperature dropped 1c with this PSU installed.
Nothing much but every little helps!
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Conclusion:

Pros:
Nice colour scheme.
Packaged well, as with all Antec power supplies.
Modular.
Fairly quiet.
Sleeving on every cable, which is great.
‘Stoppers’ are better than heat shrink.
Slight fluctuation, but overall solid rails.

cons:
Every cable cannot be connected at once.

Superb power supply from Antec, just like its little brother. | found the
colour scheme to be incredibly eye catching. The power unit was
packaged extremely well to ensure that the PSU arrives at its destination in
one piece. It is modular, however not completely modular — I think it would
be good if Antec could perhaps create an all modular power unit, where
every cable is removable. Talking of cables, the Sleeving job on them is
excellent, and | really liked the stoppers used rather than the heat shrink.
The rails had a slight fluctuation, but

nothing to worry about — the rails are still

relatively solid. The power supply was

fairly quiet, not silent but far from loud.

As with its younger brother | found that
not every cable can be connected at once
— there may be enough there for the
average user but for an enthusiast with
multiple hard drives etc it may be a
problem.

Overall | would like give this Antec 1KW
power supply 9.5 out of 10 stars.
