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Introduction:  
Today at Ultimate PC Reviews  we are going to be reviewing a new 
release from Jeantech. Their new 1000 Watt power supply, the 
Absolute. This power unit is modular, compatible with AMD x2 & Intel 
Core2Duo, and feeds your system 1000W of power. 
 
Enough talking, let’s take a look… 
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Packaging:  
My first impression is that the packaging is rather large. The front of 
the packaging shows a picture of the PSU itself, its name and the 
model. Various features of the PSU are also placed on the front. The 
rear is basically the same as the front, except it shows an image of 
the cooling fans (rear) of the power unit itself. The packaging also has 
a nice carry handle for easy transportation. 
 
 
 
Upon Opening:  
I was very surprised when I lifted 
the lid of the packaging. The 
PSU is extremely well packed! It 
looks like Jeantech have 
packaged their PSU differently 
which is a box inside a box to 
ensure the power unit is 
protected during transit. 
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The Jeantech 1KW Absolute:  
When I first lifted the unit out of its packaging I thought I was weight 
training! Well maybe not weight training, but you get the idea. The 
PSU is really heavy, and usually a heavy PSU = Good quality unit. 
Jeantech have really thought about delivering high quality to the 
customer. After un-wrapping the PSU which is covered in bubble 
wrap there is another plastic layer which covers the entire PSU to 
ensure that there will be no scratches/marks and the PSU gets to you 
in tip top, mint condition. The PSU is finished in a matt dark grey 
colour. Jeantech have sleeved every cable that is included with this 
power unit. They have even colour coded some of the connectors. 
You may remember earlier I mentioned that this power supply is 
modular, well it is! The only two cables on the power supply which are 
not modular are: ATX 20/24 Pin & Processor Power Connector 
(8Pin). The rest of the cables are modular – Great! 
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Cables:  
Included with this power supply are the 
following cables:

Inside the Jeantech Absolute box are the following accessories:

Unfortunately no screws are 
included! This could be a 
problem for first-time 
computer builders but 
shouldn’t be a problem for the 
hardware enthusiast. It would 
however be nice to have 
some screws included. 
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Specifications:  
The following specifications were taken from the Jeantech website. 
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Cooling:  
This power supply uses two 
different sized fans. One 
120mm and one 92mm fan. 
Hopefully these two fans 
cool well, and are kind to the 
ears. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Testing:  
Like we always say – probably the most 
important part of the review. Just to brush 
over, we’ve looked at the units external 
finish, we’ve looked at the braiding 
quality, we’ve seen Jeantech’s care on 
the product getting to the consumer in 
mint condition and now… We’re going to 
see how it performs.  
 
 
 
The following results were recorded using 
a digital multimeter. Idle results were taken whilst in Windows XP 
Professional. Load results were taken throughout tests (Orthos, 
Prime 95, BF2142, COD2) and the lowest recording out of the tests 
have been recorded. 
 
 3.3V 5V 12V 
IDLE 3.35v 5.08v 12.37v 
LOAD 3.32v 5.05v 12.35v 
 

As you can see from the results above, the rails are really great & 
stable! Not a sweat for this beast. 
 
Test PC: E6600, Gigabyte DS4, 2GB OCZ, 8800GTX 
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Noise/Cooling:  
When I first saw the power supply I was expecting the unit to be a 
silent running PSU. Then I spotted the 92mm fan and thought “Oh 
no”. However, to my surprise both of the fans are very silent and 
nearly in-audible. As for cooling the power unit doesn’t get hot but 
you can feel the warm air being exhausted out of the rear. 
 
Conclusion:  
 
Pros:  

·  Nice External Finish. 
·  Great Packaging. 
·  Great Sleeving Job. 
·  Great Rails. 
·  Silent. 
·  Modular. 

 
Cons:  

·  None. 
 
 
 
This is one awesome power supply. This 1000 Watt beast has all you 
could ever want from a power supply. It’s got a great finish, great 
rails, sleeving job is ace, its silent and for the icing on the cake its 
modular – which makes cable management a breeze & stress-free. 
There are no negatives with this unit, just no inclusion of installation 
screws was a little disappointing but nothing to worry about – it would 
be nice if Jeantech did include them though. It may have been a one 
off, I’m sure that Jeantech ensure all units have installation screws!
