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Introduction: 

OCZ Technology has released a new line of power supplies called the 
“GameXStream” series. At the moment, there are 2 flavors: the 600W & the 
700W. These power supplies are meant for serious PC enthusiasts and gamers. 
Both models are SLI Ready.  

These power supplies both feature four 12V rails. The main difference is the 
700W allows for a maximum combined 12V load of 680W, whereas the 600W 
model allows for 580W.As with other OCZ power supplies, the GameXStream 
features OCZ's exclusive 3 year warranty / PowerSwap replacement program. 
Unlike the “Modstream” series, the GameXStream series are not modular, but do 
come fully sleeved. 

Now let’s take a look at the power unit… 
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Packaging:  
The OCZ GameXsteam 700W comes packaged in a high quality box – which is 
full colour. The packaging features pictures of the power unit itself, as well as 
specifications and other important information such as warranty etc. It also 
comes wrapped in plastic, which is quite common for computer components 
nowadays, but it makes packaging look a lot more flash. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
In the box are included the PSU, a manual (which is short but gives useful 
information), 4 screws and a UK power cable. 
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The Power Supply:  

  
The GameXStream does not have 
modular cables, however to give it a 
nice appearance and keep the cables 
tidy they are all wrapped in a black 
sleeving, which are fully sleeved. The 
power supply has a clear 120mm blue 
L.E.D fan for cooling. Both the chassis 
and fan grill are matt black, giving the 
PSU a very nice look.

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Stress Testing:  
 
Stress Testing is important. Basically it will test how good the power supply is in 
idle mode (web browsing, normal use), and heavy load (whilst gaming) for 
example. It differences the good high quality power supplies, from the rubbish 
non-stable cant keep up power supplies. 
 
To record the results I have used a Multimeter. 

Idle results taken from the Multimeter are from normal pc usage (internet 
browsing, and normal usage.) Load results taken from the Multimeter have been 
used whilst running Prime95 for 4 Hours 30 Minutes. 
 
Results:  
 
 3.3V Rail  5V Rail  12V1 Rail  

IDLE 3.31v 5.22v 12.22v 
LOAD 3.3v 5.2v 12.20v 
 
As you can see this power supply is absolutely rock stable. Just take a look at 
the rails! The 3V rail only decreased by 0.1V, The 5V rail decreased by 0.2V, and 
the 12V rail decreased by 0.2V. This power supply clearly is top-notch. 
 I also noticed the power supply was getting quite warm, however the 
120mm fan was doing an excellent job by extracting all of the warm air through 
the honey comb grill at the rear. The fan is completely silent in idle mode, and 
even when it went into stress mode for 4 hours and 30 minutes the fan was only 
slightly audible. 
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Conclusion:  

OCZ have released one powerful 
power supply. They have definitely 
named their range correctly 
“GameXstream” as it is an extreme 
power supply. Its quiet, stable, and 
reliable, looks the part. 

The only thing that has disappointed 
me with OCZ’s GameXstream line is 
that they are not modular.  A lot of 
PSU manufacturers are creating 
most of their new power supplies 
modular.  Computer modding is 
becoming more and more popular 
every year. Cables hidden are one of 
the top priorities when showing off 
your hardware. This is where 
modular power supplies come in handy. Although this power supply isn’t 
modular, OCZ have sleeved all the cables to minimize visibility in a case, and 
when visible they are covered in high quality black sleeving. 

This Power Supply retails around £105. Personally I think that is a great price for 
a power unit of this quality. There are quite a few people who often skimp on 
paying a decent amount of money for a power supply. What those people need 
to understand is that the PSU is the most important part of the system, because 
lets face it with no power you won’t have a computer to use. If you are a high-end 
hardware user you will know this already, and you will know how important a 
power supply is to you.  No body wants a computer that does random 
crashes/restarts do they? 

All in all I rate this product 10 out of 10 stars, due to the fact that it’s quiet, stable, 
very reliable and also looks the part. The fact that the PSU is not modular is a 
downside, but OCZ have made that up by using high quality sleeving on all of the 
cables.  
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
