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Introduction  
Today at Ultimate PC Reviews  we are going to be looking at the 
OCZ 600W StealthXstream power supply. This power supply is 
aimed at the budget gamer – costing approximately £60 if it performs 
well it be an excellent value for money power unit. The 
StealthXstream has the same 36 month powerswap warranty as 
other OCZ power supplies have.  
 
Anyway let’s take a look… 
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Packaging:  
Packaged as every other OCZ power supply really. The front of the 
packaging has an image of the power supply OCZ’s logo and the 
StealthXstream logo. It also states the power of the unit (600w in our 
case), some of its features and the 36month power swap logo. The 
rear of the packaging has a more detailed look at its features. One of 
the sides has the PSU rail giving you detailed on technical 
specifications for those interested.

OCZ include the following accessories with the power supply:

Upon Opening:  
The OCZ 600W StealthXstream PSU was packaged pretty much the 
same as any other OCZ power supply. The power unit itself is 
wrapped in bubble wrap, along with the accessories placed at the top 
of the box.

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The StealthXstream 600W:  
When I first lifted the StealthXstream out of the box I found that it 
didn’t feel particularly heavy. I noticed that the PSU is finished in a 
really nice matt black finish, which in my opinion looks very nice. This 
PSU reminds me of the GameXstream range – its very similar apart 
from the fact that this PSU doesn’t have an l.e.d fan like the 
GameXstream range does.

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Cables:  
Unfortunately this power supply is 
not modular. However OCZ have 
braided the cables with high 
quality black sleeving. With this 
power supply there are the 
following cables: 

·  1x  ATX 20/24 Pin 
connector. 

·  2x  12V Cpu connectors. 
·  5x  Molex connectors. 
·  1x  Floppy connector. 
·  2x  Pci-Express connectors. 
·  3x  S-ata connectors. 

 
 
 
 
Cooling:  
The power supply is cooled by one 
120mm fan. I find 120mm fans on 
power supplies work much better 
because they cool better than 
smaller fans and they usually 
operate much quieter then smaller 
fans. The fan is a plain matt black, 
just like the exterior of the PSU. 
I’m now starting to get the picture 
as to why it’s named 
StealthXstream – Matt black finish, 
matt black fan... hopefully its 
stealth when it’s turned on!

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Testing:  
Finally! Probably the part of the review 
you’ve been waiting for. To test this 
power unit we ran several programs 
such as: Orthos, Prime 95, BF2142, 
COD2, GTA: San Andreas. We used a 
digital multimeter to record the results. 
In our table is the lowest reading 
recorded. Idle results was during 
windows doing nothing, and load 
results were during the tests.

Idle  3.34v 5.05v 12.18v 
Load  3.33v 5.05v 12.16v 
 
It just goes to show that OCZ still pack the punch and are still living 
up to their reputation of providing high quality, affordable power 
supplies.  
 
 
Noise & Cooling:  
Noise? What Noise? Noise doesn’t exist with this power unit.  
Seriously there is nothing noise wise produced by this power unit! 
Before you think of it, yes the power unit was turned on!  
Cooling wise I could feel the warm air rushing out of the rear honey 
comb vents, the fan was clearly doing its job cooling the unit and 
being as quiet as possible. 
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Conclusion:  
 
Pros:  

·  Great value for money. 
·  Looks good. 
·  Extremely Silent. 
·  Rock Solid Rails. 
·  High Quality Sleeved Cables. 

 
Cons:  

·  None at all. 
 
Well, it’s another power supply from OCZ isn’t it? To sum it up; 
amazing value for money, looks great, PSU is basically in-audible, 
rails are as solid as a rock and the cables are sleeved. I mean… 
really what else can you ask for in a power supply?! This sort of 
standard is what you would expect if you were paying well over the 
£100 mark. As you can see above I found no negatives with this 
power unit at all, apart from a personal preference which is it would 
be nice if this PSU was modular design as it can make cable tidying a 
whole lot easier. 
 Overall I would like to give the power supply 10 out of 10 stars, 
an Ultimate PC Reviews award.  
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
