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Introduction:  
Today at Ultimate PC Reviews we are going to be looking at the 
OCZ ProXstream 1000w power supply. This power supply is aimed 
toward power demanding systems, and the enthusiast. This PSU has 
several features such as “Quiet Operation”, “Multi GPU Ready” and a 
lot more. One of the biggest features has got to be OCZ’s 36month 
warranty. 
 
Let’s take a look… 
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Packaging:  
The front of the PSU box has the PSU itself pictured, the company 
logo and what edition & model is inside. In our case it’s the 
ProXstream 1000W edition. When I first looked at the packaging it 
gave me the impression of a clean, simple to the point look. Almost 
as its just there to provide the 1KW of power and not be seen. The 
rear of the box has more information of its features, giving the reader 
an insight to the PSU. On one of the sides there is the PSU rail 
information. 
 
 
Upon Opening:  
Upon opening I revealed the 1000w 
beast, wrapped in bubble wrap for 
protection awaiting for itself to be 
unleashed. The PSU is neatly packed 
along with a power cord (which will 
vary depending on your location) and 
a information/instruction booklet. 
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Accessories:  
OCZ include 3 accessories with the ProXstream power supply which 
are: 

·  1x Power Cable (UK) 
·  1x Information/Instruction booklet. 
·  1x 4 pack of screws. 

 
Specifications:  
The following specifications 
were taken from OCZ’s website. 
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The PSU:  
Heavy, is the first thing I have got to say before I’ve taken off the 
bubble wrap. For those of you who didn’t know generally the heavier 
the PSU the higher the quality of the PSU.  
 You know I mentioned earlier – about it giving me the 
impression that its just there to deliver the power and not be seen? 
Well I was very mistaken, upon un-wrapping the bubble wrapped to 
my surprise I spotted a dark grey, highly reflective chrome like finish 
which to put it simply looks amazing. I actually can’t believe the size 
of the power supply too – 1kw of power in such a small unit. The PSU 
also has a grilled section in the front part to allow the 80mm exhaust 
the units warm air with fairly cool air from the computer case. The 
cables have also been braided with high quality braiding from the 
entry of the PSU right down to the connectors, sadly however not all 
the way to the end of the connectors. 
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The PSU (Cont.):

The Cables:  
With this ProXstream there are a lot of cables, including an extra two 
pci-express connectors. With the PSU totalling at 4 pci-express 
connectors it makes great for those with power hungry cards, and 
future expandability as we’re now seeing graphics card get more 
power hungry. 
 
The following cables are included: 

·  1x 20/24 ATX [5]  
·  2x S-ATA power [4]  
·  2x 12v power [2]  
·  2x molex power [3]  
·  2x FDD power [3]  
·  4x PCI-Express power [1] 

(numbers marked in red match 
 with numbers in the picture.) 
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Testing:  
As always, the most interesting part of the review – well I think 
anyway. We ran through and combined several tests simultaneously 
to really test the ProXstream power supply. All results were recorded 
using a digital multimeter. Idle results were during windows, whilst 
doing nothing. Load results were during all of the tests running at the 
same time. 
 
Test Rig:  
Intel E6400 
Gigabyte DS3 
2 GB Ocz Reaper HPC 
8800 GTX  
(The entire PC ran at stock speeds.) 
 
To stress the most of this power supply we ran the following test 
simultaneously : 
- 3D Mark 2006, on loop 
- 1 of 2 CPU cores @ 100% using Intel TAT 
- A movie running in Power DVD. 
 
As you can see, the above run at all the same time could potentially 
make a really hard job for any power supply, let’s see if this power 
supply was up to it, and if so what kind of results we got from it. 
 
 3.3V 5V 12V 

Idle  3.3v 5.07v 12.18v 
Load  3.35v 5.09v 12.21v 
 
 
Beast! Is the word to sum it all up. I mean it’s pretty amazing how 
such a power supply can give such amazing rails, with such a load! I 
am quite gob smacked with the results, its good to see OCZ are still 
living up to their reputation! 
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Noise:  
Okay – it’s far from silent, however it is not  loud. I would say its 
around the 30dBA area so it is audible but not head racketing. The 
fan blows sufficient amount of airflow out of the rear of the PSU 
keeping it nice and cool whilst running. 
 
 
Conclusion:  
 
Pros:  

·  Sexy finish. 
·  Small size for 1kw unit. 
·  Fairly quiet. 
·  Amazing rails. 
·  4x pci-express connectors. 
·  Fully braided. 

 
Cons:  

·  Cables not fully sleeved to the connectors. 
 
Hmm… where do I start? This power supply is seriously cool. 
Delivering 1000w of pure OCZ power this is the PSU for any 
computer enthusiast. It has everything you can look for – a sexy 
chrome finish, its small size, low noise, amazing rails, its four pci-
express connectors and to top it all up all the cables are braided in 
high quality sleeving. What else is there to ask for? This PSU has got 
to be the best power supply I have tested hands down. After many 
years of production OCZ are still living up to their reputation of 
designing of such high quality/performance products. I will look 
forward to reviewing future OCZ PSU’s as they continue to surprise 
me. 
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Conclusion (Cont.):  
One slight negative I found with this product was that the connectors 
hadn’t been sleeved all of the way down, there was still a fair gap. 

Overall I would like to give this ProXstream 10 out of 10 stars, 
an Ultimate PC Reviews award. 
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
