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Introduction:  
Today at Ultimate PC Reviews we are going to be looking at the 
SteelSound 3H headset, manufactured by SteelSeries who make 
professional gaming gear. This 3H edition of the headset is the lowest 
of the SteelSound range, one of its main differences is that it is able 
to ‘fold-in’ and take up very little space,  making it ideal for LAN’s. 
 
Let’s take a look then… 
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Packaging:  
The 3H arrives in a fairly average size for what you would expect a 
headset to arrive in. The front of the 3H has the headset placed at the 
top, folded up. There are two logos which clearly state that this is the 
3H edition of the SteelSound headset. There are also 2 pictures on 
the front, showing what its features are. On the rear has a full list of 
features offered by the 3H headset, written in 10 different languages! 
There is also the specification of the headset. There is also an 
introduction to SteelSeries. I also liked the “Frag You” in the bottom 
left corner on the back of the packaging, I found that quite good as its 
quite a popular & well known phrase in the online gaming community. 
 
Specification:  
The following specifications were taken from the SteelSeries website. 
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The SteelSound 3H:  
As you may have guessed the objective of SteelSeries is to provide 
professional gaming gear to the user. The 3H does a great job of 
being LAN-Compatible due to its size. The 3H also has some fairly 
thick ear padding on, which I find essential with any headset really – 
headsets without this type of padding really do hurt your ears, testing 
will be done later to see how much this padding helps! As with the 
majority of headsets, you are able to extend the headset to make it fit 
as best as possible. I really like the microphone hide-a-way feature, 
it’s great because well… you can just hide it away when you don’t 
need it. They’re also very lightweight, so they’re almost like they 
aren’t there when you’re gaming! 
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Testing:  
To test these headphones I firstly ran a series of songs from Rock to 
RnB and secondly played some typical LAN games. I must say that 
these headphones are simply amazing. That’s all there is to say 
really, from such small headphones I was never expecting my head 
to be ‘blasted’ off with such bass and amazing sound quality. I just 
wasn’t expecting the ‘punch’. I did of course play some LAN popular 
games; Call of Duty 2 and BF2142. To put it simply, my score was 
always on the up. I could hear footsteps around corners and be 
prepared for them when they come around, I could heat bullets fly 
past my head as snipers were missing which obviously gave me the 
advantage compared to normal speakers. I then also tested the 
microphone, and as I was with the sound quality I was actually quite 
gob smacked with how it can be so sensitive, and provide such 
crystal clear voice audio. I have never had such a good microphone, 
especially one that you don’t have to shout into and have right below 
your mouth! These are also really comfortable, the ear padding does 
a great job and left me playing for hours on end – it just takes gaming 
to a completely different and new level. 
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Conclusion:  
 
Pros:

Cons:  

·  No Volume Control. 
 
This headset is excellent value for money. Costing approximately £30 
these blow the water out of most headphones in that price area. The 
build of the headset is really good; there is a nice solid feel to the 
headset throughout with nothing having that loose feel to it. The 
ability of the headset to fold up and make itself half its size is 
amazing, as well as being extremely light weight this headset still 
provides the punch that big, hefty headsets would. The padding 
around the ears makes the headset extremely comfortable to wear for 
extended periods of time and the ear sealed fit ensures that you hear 
nothing but what your listening to – completely eliminating any 
background noise / possible distractions.  
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Conclusion (Cont.):  
As for the microphone? Well completely amazing is how I must put it. 
The microphone is so small, I had a feeling it wouldn’t be that good… 
I was so wrong! The microphone is completely out of the way of your 
mouth, yet picks up sound as if it was directly in front of your mouth. 
It’s so good you could have a full telephone conversation over Skype 
without anyone thinking that you’re using a headset microphone. 

One negative I found with this product was that there was no 
volume control on the lead. This was slightly disappointing as it 
meant that you have to control it via windows. Luckily for me I had my 
keyboard wheel to adjust the volume however for people that haven’t 
it can potentially be quite annoying. 
 Overall I would like to give the headset 9.5 stars out of 10, 
should it have had the volume control it would have definitely 
received an Ultimate PC Reviews award. 
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
