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Introduction:

Today at Ultimate Pc Reviews we are going to be reviewing a heatsink and fan from Xigmatek,
called The Red Scorpion. It has various features such as: anti-vibration, rubber design,
lightweight, easy installation, direct heatpipe touch to the core and much more!

Let's take a look...
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Packaging
The front of the packaging has a window, which allows you to see the heatsink. The company

logo (Xigmatek) and model is positioned at the top. The bottom shows an image of the heatsink
at a slight angle, as well as some of its features are listed. The rear has all of the specifications of
this particular heatsink/fan combination. One of the sides shows what this heatsink can fit various
socket types. The other side, pictures some of its features. The entire packaging has a glossy red
finish — I'm guessing to go with its name Red Scorpion!

Open Opening
When | opened the top part of the box | found that

the Red Scorpion was really well packed with two
thick pieces of foam. The heatsink + fan are
separate in the package, secured by foam.
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Accessories

Xigmatek include the following accessories with the red scorpion:
- X2 LGA 775 Pushpin

-x1 AMZ & K8 Clip

- x4 Anti-Vibration rubber grommets (fan)

- X2 LGA 775 Pushpin Screw

- x1 Spoiler

- x1 120mm Xigmatek Fan

- x1 Power Adaptor Cable

The Red Scorpion
As mentioned previously the fan and heatsink arrive separate so the user has to connect the fan

to the heatsink. Xigmatek provide 4 rubber grommets to install the fan. These grommets will
help to absorb any vibration.

The heatsink itself, in my opinion isn’t too large. For reference it's slightly bigger than a 120mm
fan. With the fan attached I find that the Red Scorpion looks really good! The fan that is included
has 4 white LEDs in it, which should make it look really nice in a case!
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Installation:
There are two parts to this installation process. The first is installing the heatsink onto the
processor, and then installing the fan on the heatsink.

1) Installing onto the motherboard:

| found this to be quite an easy installation. It was a matter of screwing the two parts of the 775
push-pin to the heatsink, and then simply pushing down the pins through the motherboard

so that it locks into place — exactly like the stock Intel 775 heatsink and fan. Once that was done it
was time to install the fan.

2) Installing the fan onto the heatsink:

At first | found installing the fan with the method of using
rubber grommets to be extremely easy, but when it came
down to it, it was quite hard to do. Never the less within a few
minutes | managed to get the fan on the heatsink securely. It
was a matter of slotting the fins on the heatsink through the
rubber grommets (shown in the picture on the right). Once this
was done on all fat grommets (2 at a time) the fan was
securely installed. Looking at it now, this method of installing
the fan on the heatsink is great for noise reduction!

Testing
To test how well the Red Scorpion performed various tests were run to stress the processor. We

ran various programs such as 3DMark 2006, Super Pi, and Orthos. The Highest temperature
recorded is placed in the table below. Idle results recorded whilst in Windows XP. Load results
taken during one of the tests.

IDLE LOAD

Red Scorpion 42 52

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Conclusion

Pros:
Looks good.
Fairly easy to install.
Cools well.
Dual compatibility with AMD/INTEL.

Cons:
Fan Installation can be tricky.

Overall | thought the Red Scorpion from Xigmatek is pretty good. Its appearance
is good, it would certainly look the part when viewing thorough the case window -
the fans white led effect is

also very nice. | personally found the cooler quite easy to install. The
compatibility with AMD and Intel is good as it acts as a 2-in-1. The Red Scorpion
Cools Considerably well against the AC freezer. The cooker is pretty much silent!
| found that the fan installation with the grommets to be quite tricky to do,
however it was do-able.

Overall I would like to give the Red Scorpion 9 out of 10 stars.
